Pope Pius XI instituted the feast of Christ the King in 1925 to combat the disturbing growth of secular, atheistic thinking around the world. Many rulers and elites in various countries had fallen prey to the notion that mankind could manage just fine without God, thank you. They relegated our Creator to an insignificant role in public life or to no role at all, as in the USSR. When we kick God out of our lives, our world becomes more turbulent and dangerous, not less.
