MASS INTENTIONS: On the newsletter each week you will usually see a name or intention next to each Mass offered. The priest can apply each Mass he offers for a particular intention. It may be to pray for the soul of someone who has died, or to mark their anniversary or birthday. It may be a Mass for the living, for a specific intention, for someone who is ill, or undergoing surgery or chemotherapy for instance or for a birthday or anniversary of marriage etc. It might be for a safe childbirth, to find a job, for reconciliation within a family, for a safe journey, for any good purpose. 

The Mass is the most powerful prayer we can offer. It is Jesus’ own prayer to the Father. 

The way to have a Mass offered for your intention is to write that intention on an envelope, enclose an offering (usually £10 – it is in theory supposed to support the priest for the day he offers that Mass!), and hand it in to the parish office/post through the letter box. You are able to Gift Aid your Mass Stipend by writing your Gift Aid number on the envelope.
We do try to arrange Masses for specific dates requested, but this is not always possible because of funerals, or two or more people wanting the same date. If you possibly can, do your best to attend the Mass when it is offered for your intention – you will certainly feel the benefit.
