FRIDAY FILM SESSIONS: We next meet on Friday 6th April at 14.00 in the presbytery to view a film about the long-suffering wife, mother and nun St Rita of Cascia.
SAINTS OF THE WEEK: Bd Roger Wrenno (18th March) – our Chorley weaver, his cottage just off Anderton St., hanged in 1616 at Lancaster for harbouring Fr John Thules (his co-martyr) in Bd Roger arranged for visiting priests to say Mass in various houses around Chorley then still in Catholic hands – Crosse Hall. Bagganley Hall etc. 
St Nicholas Owen - A highly skilled carpenter, born in Oxford, who constructed priest hiding-holes in many country houses, to enable Jesuits and other colleagues to conceal themselves during the years of persecution. Arrested and tortured in 1594, he would not reveal the names of any of his Catholic contacts. Caught again in 1606, he died after vicious tortures in the Tower of London. Some of his hiding holes were so expertly concealed that they have only been discovered in recent years. 
St Cuthbert of Lindisfarne (634-687) Born in Melrose, was a monk in Ripon, Melrose, then prior of Lindisfarne (Holy Island) and bishop there from 684-686, when he returned to his hermitage on the Farne Islands. He died on Inner Farne and was buried on Lindisfarne. Eleven years later, transferring his coffin to their church, the monks found his body totally incorrupt. Pilgrims flocked to his tomb and miracles of healing were claimed. After Viking attacks, the monks evacuated Lindisfarne in 875, and Cuthbert’s body rested in Chester-le-Street, and finally Durham. It was still incorrupt in 1538 when the King’s Commissioners ransacked and despoiled the shrine. 

By 1827 only Cuthbert’s skeleton remained, and was re-interred behind the High Altar of Durham Cathedral.
