St John Rigby was born c.1570 at Harrock Hall, Eccleston, near Chorley, Lancashire. In 1600 he was working for Sir Edmund Huddleston at Hauxton Hall Cambridgeshire. Huddleston’s daughter Mrs. Fortescue was summoned to the Old Bailey for recusancy. Because she was ill, Rigby appeared for her, was compelled to confess his Catholicism, and sent to Newgate. The next day, he signed a confession admitting that since he had been reconciled to the Roman Catholic faith by the martyred St John Jones, a Franciscan priest, and had not attended Anglican services. Twice he was given the chance to recant, but twice refused. Sentenced to be hanged, he gave the executioner a piece of gold, saying, "Take this in token that I freely forgive thee and others that have been accessory to my death." He was executed at St Thomas Waterings, Southwark, on 21 June 1600
