SAINTS OF THE WEEK:   One of our deanery martyrs: Blessed John Woodcock O.F.M. (1603–1646) born at Woodcock Hall, Cuerden Green, between Farington and Lostock Hall. His father Thomas conformed to protect the family estate, while his mother Dorothy Anderton Woodcock remained Catholic. John converted to Catholicism about 1623, which displeased his father so much that John went to live with his maternal grandfather at Clayton-le-Woods. Eventually he crossed to Belgium, studied at St-Omer, and the English College, Rome.

He joined the English Franciscans at Douai in 1631, served briefly in England in 1635 but, suffering poor health, was sent back to Spa, Belgium to recuperate.

In 1643 he landed at Newcastle-on-Tyne, and made his way to Cuerden. His father refused to shelter him, so he slept under a bridge, but was arrested the following morning. After two years' imprisonment in Lancaster Castle, he was condemned on 6 August 1646 for being a priest, together with two other priests, Edward Bamber from Carleton, Blackpool, and Thomas Whittaker from Burnley. On 7 August 1646, at Lancaster, he was hanged, cut down and disembowelled alive. All three were beatified by Pope John Paul II on 22 November 1987.
