TRYING HARD TO GET A DOCTOR’S APPOINTMENT? 

There are an estimated 57,000 EU nationals working for the NHS, including 10,000 doctors and 20,000 nurses.
A total of 17,197 EU staff, including nurses and doctors, left their NHS posts in 2016, compared with 13,321 in 2015 and 11,222 for 11 months in 2014.
“Already a net inflow of nurses from the European Union (EU) into the NHS has turned into a net outflow: between July 2017 and July 2018, 1,584 more EU nurses and health visitors left their role in the NHS than joined.” (Nuffield Trust Report on NHS Workforce (8.5.2019)
The Royal College of Physicians (RCP), the Royal College of Nursing (RCN) and the British Medical Association (BMA) blamed the increase in departures on the lack of assurance about the position of EU nationals resident in the UK.  
Nigel Farage has spoken of replacing the NHS with a USA-type system of private medical insurance. This would imply selling off the NHS to American Big Pharma and Big Medical companies. The USA spends double the UK’s proportion of its GNP on its (mostly private) healthcare system, but its overall outcomes are no better than ours. Life expectancy is lower in the US than in the UK.
