IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT

Due to unforeseen developments, Fr George Joseph Cheeramkuzhy has had to take some leave. For a period, the Archbishop has asked Canon Peter Stanley (St Joseph’s Harpers Lane) to look after St Chad’s parish, South Hill, and Fr Graeme Dunne (St Gregory’s Weld Bank) will serve St Bede’s, Clayton Green.

To enable these two priests to cover these two extra parishes, some Masses have to be cancelled.  From next weekend these changes will take place:   

Sat 16.30 at St Chad’s cancelled. Sun 09.00 at St Chad’s will move to 10.30.  

Sun. 10.30 am at St Joseph’s Harpers Lane cancelled.

Sun. 11.00 at St Bede’s cancelled. The Sat 18.30 Mass remains. No Sunday Mass

Sun 6.30 pm at St Gregory’s Weld Bank cancelled. 

With one priest in the deanery at 89, and another at 78, we need to be able to cover for unforeseen events, illnesses, absences and holidays, so there will be further alterations throughout the deanery. 

For some years we have relied on summer supply priests who are studying in Rome or European universities, who come to the Archdiocese for two months in the summer to do several supplies. The Home Office has altered its regulations and is now demanding that these priests have a three year Minister of Religion Tier 2 visa costing the priest £640 each, costing the parish £199 and also c.£1490 in medical insurance, instead of the less demanding religious worker’s Tier 5 visa costing just £245. It is clearly not economic to pay £2300 in government fees for a three week supply, before paying the supply priest himself any money. If we end up with a No Deal Brexit, or possibly any Brexit, it will furthermore become much more difficult to invite Polish priests to supply here in summer, and parishes may simply have to close while the priests, who are already beyond normal retirement age, take a couple of weeks’ break.  
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You will have to get used to travelling to neighbouring churches for Mass, when no priest is available. The shortage of priestly vocations is now biting. Five priests in the deanery are over 65, the other three are aged 57 - 64. God would give us vocations if more people were faithful to attending Sunday Mass. There are no spare priests in the Archdiocese. It is pointless expecting the Archbishop magically to conjure up priests out of thin air.
