Parishioners in this deanery need to get used to travelling around to neighbouring churches for Mass, when no priest is available at their own. Of the seven priests for the ten deanery parishes, five priests are over 65. One is 89, and another 78. The two younger priests are aged 57 or over. 

We need to be able to cover for unforeseen events, illnesses, absences and holidays, so there will be further alterations throughout the deanery. God would give us more priestly vocations if more people were faithful to attending Sunday Mass. There are no spare priests in the Archdiocese. It is pointless expecting the Archbishop magically to conjure up priests out of thin air.
