As you can see, we were £47,000 in the black, thanks to a couple of legacies totalling about £48,000, and receiving two years’ back Gift Aid tax refund in one year (it came back late from 2015/16).  

The Assessment Fund is an annual payment which assists poor parishes within the Archdiocese. As you can see there is a shortfall for the newspapers/piety stall. This shortfall has allowed for the papers going to the sick and housebound. The insurance for the building is hefty but we have to ‘grin and bear it’.

Your generosity is very much appreciated in giving to the Heating Fund and Restoration Fund. The church looks good and the roof is well maintained. Repairs that needed doing were done quickly with the assistance of our Archdiocesan Surveyor, Neil Fewtrell. All the trees were checked and maintained which cost £1,000. 
We do have a problem with our drains blocking easily and the back of the church flooding. The drains will need power spraying again in the autumn. With regards to our church grounds, Our Lady and St Bernadette statues will need some serious repair work. This will be carried out soon. The three teenagers who damaged the statues have not been to see Fr Marsden and have not said sorry. It is very sad that their parents do not feel obliged to bring them to the church and make some kind of reparation for their children’s stupidity, resulting in criminal damage. 

I am grateful for the volunteers who do some weeding and gardening. Thank you to everyone who helps in any way with the running of St Mary’s parish. Special thanks to Mrs Heather Roscoe who is doing an amazing job with the parish centre. I am truly grateful for every support and generosity shown. Thank you to the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion who take Our Lord to the sick and housebound.

APPEAL FROM FR MARSDEN: I would like to appeal for the formation of a choir. Younger and older generations welcome. Many people miss the choir and it would be good for a few to gather and use their talented voices during the Mass. The Sun 10.30 Mass is usually the fifth Mass Fr Marsden has celebrated within 24 hours so he needs help with the music. He cannot do it all by himself, especially when for both Sat 18.15 and Sun 10.30 he has just arrived back from Adlington 15 mins before Mass begins all over again. Please do volunteer. Thank you.
