Protests

• Protests and counter-protests will take place across the UK, using up police resources. There may also be a rise in public disorder and community tensions.
Medicines

• With significant disruption lasting up to six months across the Channel, this will have an impact on the supply of medicines and medical supplies unless there is mitigation via other sources.  Medicines have several characteristics that make them especially vulnerable to supply chain threats. These can be fatal, something that is observed every day in many low income countries where procurement, transport, and supply problems allow sub-standard medicines to reach the market. They also encourage the activities of organised crime syndicates, diverting genuine medicines to the black market or introducing counterfeits. The UK’s departure from European systems for sharing police intelligence will make this more difficult to detect. Specifically, the Association of the British Pharmaceutical Industry has voiced serious concerns about the UK’s exclusion from the European Union’s Falsified Medicines Directive, to which the UK contributed substantially. 
WE ARE FACING THE WORST NATIONAL CRISIS SINCE WORLD WAR II. With this difference: it is entirely self-inflicted. This is what the lying Brexit campaigners did not and do not tell you. You may wish to trust the reassurances from this Government. I do not trust them an inch, which is why I am warning you as parishioners.  

Please make sure that sick, elderly and housebound relatives and neighbours have enough stocks of necessary foodstuffs and medicines to ride out short-term shortages. Unfortunately it is impossible to stockpile fresh fruit and vegetables, which are most vulnerable to the breakdown of the food supply chain at our ports. But forewarned is forearmed.

OPERATION YELLOWHAMMER

On August 18th an official document from Theresa May’s Cabinet on Operation  Yellowhammer dated early August was leaked, predicting that a no-deal Brexit (the UK leaving the EU without a withdrawal agreement, due 31 October) would lead to food, medicine and petrol shortages, with a hard border in the island of Ireland, and "three-month meltdown" at ports unable to cope with extra checks. There could be protests requiring police action, and thousands of jobs could be lost as two oil refineries closed. Government ministers disputed the report and dismissed its warnings as "worst-case". However, the Sunday Times reported a senior Whitehall source saying: "This is not Project Fear, this is the most realistic assessment of what the public face with No Deal. These are likely, basic, reasonable scenarios – not the worst case."

The twelve areas of risk are:

1. Transport systems

2. People crossing borders

3. Key goods crossing borders

4. Healthcare services

5. UK energy and other critical systems

6. UK food and water supplies

7. UK Nationals in the EU

8. Law enforcement implications

9. Banking and finance industry services

10. Brexit and the Irish border
11. Specific risks to overseas territories and Crown dependencies (including the effect of Brexit on Gibraltar)

12. National Security

Transport disruption

• 50%-85% of lorries travelling across the Channel may not be ready for French customs.

• The worst disruption to the short Channel crossings might last three months, although disruption could continue much longer.

• In a reasonable worst-case scenario, HGVs could face a maximum delay of 1½-2½ days before being able to cross the border. 
.   Shortages of permits that will be needed by hauliers to operate in the EU27, work permits for drivers, uncertainty about legal liability and insurance if things go wrong,  the cost of vehicles and drivers being tied up in queues, all raise questions about how many transport firms will decide that trade between the UK and EU27 is not worth it. 

Immigration changes

• EU likely to have increased immigration checks at border posts. This may lead to passenger delays at St Pancras, Cheriton (Channel tunnel) and Dover.

Food and water

• The supply of certain types of fresh food will decrease (fruit and vegetables especially). Critical elements of the food supply chain (such as ingredients, chemicals and packaging) may be in short supply. In combination, these two factors will not cause an overall shortage of food in the UK but will reduce availability and choice and increase the price, which will affect the poor. Food will also be threatened by loss of seasonal agricultural workers. This is an inevitable concern given the very many people in the UK dependent on foodbanks.
• Public water services are likely to remain largely unaffected, thanks to actions now being taken by water companies. The most significant single risk is a failure in the chemicals supply chain. The likelihood of this is considered low.

Fuel:   • Tariffs make UK petrol exports to the EU uncompetitive. Industry had plans to mitigate the impact on refinery margins and profitability, but UK government policy to set petrol import tariffs at 0% inadvertently undermines these plans. This leads to big financial losses and the closure of two refineries (which are converted to import terminals) with about 2,000 direct job losses.

Northern Ireland

• The UK would impose the “no new checks with limited exceptions” model announced on 13 March … but this is likely to prove unsustainable because of economic, legal and biosecurity risks.
