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WHY AM I OBLIGED TO ATTEND HOLY MASS ON SUNDAYS AND HOLY DAYS?
God said In the Ten Commandments He gave to Moses: “Remember to keep holy the Sabbath Day.” It is God Himself who commands His people to worship on the Sabbath – not because He needs worship, but because we need a day each week in which to remember and reflect upon the ultimate purpose of our life upon earth – final union with God. A rest day of re-creation, joy and peace. 

In this New Testament dispensation we keep holy the Christian Sabbath - the Day of the Resurrection and the day of Pentecost when the Spirit came - by participating in Holy Mass and being nourished with the Body of Christ. Sunday is like a weekly Easter day, a day to celebrate the Resurrection. If we wish to share fully in Jesus’ Resurrection in the next life, we must share in it Sunday by Sunday here upon earth. 

As Catholic Christians, we have a serious responsibility to attend Holy Mass every Sunday and on Holydays of Obligation. This is not some optional extra. It is an essential part of our Catholic identity. Failure to attend Mass is a serious sin, unless one is prevented by illness, great distance, urgent works of charity e.g. nursing the sick, or being totally impeded by work. Remember that the first and greatest Commandment is to love God with all our heart and mind and soul and strength. 
Each Mass communicates to us the graces and forgiveness which Jesus won for us on Calvary, plus the joy of the Resurrection. It is Jesus’ weekly invitation to us.
