GOSPEL MEDITATION:  The readings for Mass this weekend talk about the lifestyles of wealthy people. Jesus has a warning for them. Lazarus the beggar lay at the rich man’s door but never received even the scraps that fell from the rich man’s table. Sick with ulcers, when he died, he was carried away by angels. When the rich man died, he went to a place of torment and cried out for Lazarus to cool his tongue because of his suffering. The situation has reversed itself. Now the rich man cried out to Lazarus as if he were a servant. Abraham told him that there is a great chasm that is established to prevent people from crossing over to the other side though. No one could go back and warn the living because they have already been told and they aren’t listening.

There is such a thing as divine justice. God intended things to be this way, or else he would not have created a great chasm to separate the good from the evil in the afterlife. God’s justice, or the thought of hell is very difficult for most people to even think about, yet Christ mentions hell more than he does heaven in the bible. Jesus wanted to make sure we knew that hell is real. Jesus loves us enough to try and warn us of the dangers we could face in eternal life if we do not heed his words.

The main point though is complacency. All of us are susceptible to getting involved in our own little world and tuning out those around us. We get caught up in our little patterns of living and learn to focus our attention on the things that concern us, and tune out the things that do not concern us. We view the world through a lens of “what does this have to do with me?” The Lord Jesus calls our attention to the fact that we are each our brother’s keeper. We should be as concerned about the needs of those around us, as with our own. In fact, that was the second great commandment Jesus gave us: “love your neighbour, as you love yourself”.
