ANNIVERSARY OF 9/11 IN 2020. It is 19 years since this disaster took place. In New York, ongoing focus remains on the new One World Trade Centre in Manhattan, the tallest building in the Western hemisphere at 1,776 feet. The single skyscraper replaces the iconic Twin Towers destroyed on September 11, 2001 -- marking the first ever attack on US soil. 2,977 were killed by this terrorist attack. To mark the anniversary, most tops and spires of buildings in New York and Manhattan will be shinning blue lights. God rest their souls as we remember the dreadful TV pictures of the Twin Towers crumbling and the photo of Victim 0001 Fr Mychal Judge O.F.M.

SAINTS OF THE WEEK: 
St Ambrose Barlow: Born Edward Barlow at Barlow Hall in south Manchester in 1585, he reverted to his father’s and grandfather’s Catholicism in 1607 and went to study for the priesthood in Douai and Valladolid, before becoming a Benedictine monk back in Douai. He was ordained priest in 1617 and returned to England. Sir Thomas Tyldesley gave him Morley’s Hall, a moated farmhouse near Astley, as his residence and centre of operations. For the next 24 years he ministered to the Catholics of the Leigh and south Lancashire area, living simply and generously. He often visited his cousins, the Downes, at Wardley Hall near Worsley. 

Four times he was arrested and released without charge, until Easter Day 1641, when the Vicar of Leigh, hearing that the Papist priest Barlow was celebrating Mass at Morley’s Hall, cancelled the service and sent his congregation home to gather weapons. A mob of 400 then made their way two miles across the fields to surround Morley’s Hall. The Leigh Catholics wanted to fight, but Fr Ambrose agreed to give himself up, on condition that his congregation was allowed to go free.  
He was arrested and taken to Lancaster. He protested that as a Benedictine monk, he was not a “Jesuit or seminary priest” as proscribed by the royal decree of 1641. Furthermore he had suffered a stroke and was physically unable to travel to leave the country, had he wished to. 

He was imprisoned in Lancaster Castle for five months, and brought to trial on 7th September. He was condemned to be hanged, drawn and quartered. The sentence was carried out on the Town Moor on 10th September. He was aged 56. His skull is kept by the staircase in Wardley Hall, home of the Bishops of Salford. 
St Deiniol (Daniel) of Bangor: was a monk and hermit in Dyfed (Pembrokeshire) and then founded a monastery in Bangor, where the cathedral now stands. He was with St David at the Synod of Llandewi Brefi in 545. He died in 584 and was buried on Bardsey Island. His cult was widespread in North Wales.   
St Ciaran of Clonmacnois (516-549) was one of the most famous Irish abbots. Educated by St Finnian at Clonard, then with St Enda on Aranmore, with eight companions he founded the monastery of Clonmacnois, by the Shannon. By the ninth century Clonmacnois was a great centre of learning.
