LATELY DECEASED: Monsignor Jan Szponar (90) who died on 1st August 2021 in the Sue Ryder Hospice in Peterborough. Mgr Jan, born in Poland in 1931, and as a child was a Prisoner of War by the Soviets. He came to England in 1948 and entered the Polish Seminary in Rome in 1951. He was ordained priest in 1957, serving London parishes. He moved to Bolton in the mid 1960s and was a frequent visitor to St Mary’s celebrating the fortnightly Polish Masses. He retired in 1996 and lived in Bolton but often still coming to St Mary’s on supply. When his health started to fail in 2017, he moved to the Polish nursing home at Laxton Hall, near Kettering, Northants. After several weeks in Peterborough Sue Ryder Hospice and 64 years of priesthood, he was called to Our Heavenly Father to be granted his eternal reward for his long and faithful service. 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.St Edith Stein  (Teresa Benedicta of the Cross) 1891 – 1942. A Jewish girl from Breslau, she became an atheist in her teens and studied philosophy at university. Through contact with the Catholic philosopher Scheler, and reading a biography of St Teresa of Avila, she became convinced of the truth of Catholicism, and was baptised on 1st January 1922. She taught in Catholic teacher training colleges in and around Cologne. In 1933 the Nazis came to power. They expelled all those of Jewish descent from teaching posts. Edith did what she had long been considering, she joined the Carmelite sisters as a nun. In 1938 the Order transferred her to the convent at Echt in Holland, to escape the Nazi threat. However, in 1942 when the Dutch Catholic bishops protested publicly against Hitler’s tratment of the Jews, he retaliated by ordering the arrest of all Christian Jews. Edith and her sister Rose were arrested, sent to Westerbork transit camp, and then several days’ train journey in cattle wagons without food or water to Auschwitz extermination camp. They were gassed shortly after arrival on August 9th 1942. Pope John Paul II canonized her in 1998 and declared her a Co-Patron of Europe. Ora pro nobis

ST MAXIMILIAN KOLBE: was born in 1894 in Prussian-occupied Poland: he joined the Franciscans in Lwów (L’viv) in 1910, and was ordained priest in 1918, as his country became free and independent for the first time in over 120 years.

He believed that the world was passing through a time of intense spiritual crisis, and that Christians must fight for the world’s salvation with all the means of modern communication. He founded a newspaper, and a sodality called the Knights of Mary Immaculate, which spread widely both in Poland and abroad.  In 1927 he founded a community, a “city of Mary,” at Teresin: centred round the Franciscan friary, it attracted many lay people, and became self-supporting, publishing many periodicals and running its own radio station.

In 1930 he went to Japan, studied Buddhism and Shintoism, and through the Japanese edition of his newspaper spread the Christian message in a way that was in harmony with Japanese culture. In Nagasaki, he set up a “Garden of the Immaculate,” which in 1945 survived the atomic bomb. He was recalled to Poland in 1936 for reasons of health. When the Germans invaded in 1939, the community at Teresin sheltered thousands of refugees, mostly Jews.

Arrested In 1941 he was sent to the concentration camp at Auschwitz, where he helped and succoured his fellow-inmates. In August that year a prisoner escaped, and in reprisal the authorities were choosing ten people to die by starvation. One man, Polish army sergeant Franciszek Gajowniczek, begged for mercy, since he had a wife and children. To the Kommandant’s astonishment, Fr Maximilian Kolbe offered to take his place. The offer was accepted: he led the starving prisoners in prayer and song and comforted them as they died. After 14 days only Fr Kolbe was left alive. The guards killed him with a phenol injection on 14 August. The man he saved was present at his canonization in 1982.    Ora pro nobis.
