A PLENARY INDULGENCE, APPLICABLE ONLY TO THE SOULS IN PURGATORY is granted to the faithful, who devoutly visit a cemetery and pray, even if only mentally, for the departed. The indulgence is available once a day throughout November. Also, by visiting a Church and praying for the dead on any day between 1st and 8th November. The sick and housebound can obtain these indulgences by praying for the deceased at home (e.g. the Rosary, Divine Mercy Chaplet, Lauds or Vespers from the Office for the Dead) The plenary indulgence is earned under the usual conditions: sacramental confession (within 20 days before or after), one Eucharistic Communion for each visit (20 days before or after), and prayer for the Pope's intentions (usually one Our Father the Creed and 3 Hail Marys), plus complete detachment from all sin. If the conditions for the plenary indulgence are not fully met, the indulgence is partial, but surely still of immense value to the deceased undergoing purification.
